b) The theme of the Old Testament is “Expectation and Longing” Job 23:3.
¢) The Old Testament points to the coming of the Christ, Luke 24:45-46.
d) There are more than 300 prophecies concerning the coming of the Christ.
1) Place of birth, Micah 5:2
2) Born of a virgin, Isaiah 7:14
3) His triumphal entry, Zechariah 9:9
